How Much Will This Hitch Cost Me?  
It could cost you next-to-nothing! If you raise more than £160* you will receive of 
the following:

the Temple Bar district of Dublin on St. 
Patrick’s Day 

�x Support from a designated Childreach 
International emergency vehicle 

�x A Childreach International volunteer t-shirt 
�x The services of an Dublin based staff 

member 
�x A Certificate of Achievement 

 
 
The cost of organising all of the above travel arrangements means that of the 
£160 sponsorship at least £150 will come directly to Childreach International. If 
you feel unhappy that some of the money you raise will go towards these costs 
you could pay some of them yourselves. Please do make sure that your 
sponsors are aware that some of the money you raise may be used to meet 
costs.

18:15 – Final race from Dublin ferry terminal to the Hotel 
18:30 – Let the party begin! 
 
THURSDAY 18TH MARCH 2010 
 
10:30 – Check out from the Hotel 
11:00 – Independently make your own way back
