Terms and Conditions
1. Official registration with Childreach International is only completed once this registration form has
been completed and these terms & conditions below agreed to. By agreeing to these terms and 
conditions, volunteers acknowledge that these terms & conditions are legally binding.

2. Childreach International will not accept or be associated with unlawful fundraising activities. Any 
volunteer found to be involved in fraudulent or illegal activities on behalf of the charity will undergo 
appropriate disciplinary measures and may be involved in court proceedings.
 
3. Childreach International will not offer expenses reimbursement for any charitable collection or 
fundraising activities.

4. Fundraising support will be offered by both Childreach International and/or a designated voluntary group leader. Any appoint leader will exist on a voluntary basis with the charity and therefore any support received from them represents the views and opinions of the individual and not necessarily Childreach International as an organisation.

5. Any monies, raised in the name of Childreach International  should be forwarded  directly to the 
charity immediately upon receipt. Volunteers accept that it is their duty to ensure that every unit of 
currency raised on behalf of Childreach International, reaches the charity through pre-arranged 
means. Any volunteer failing to do so can expect to be disciplined on charges of embezzlement. It 
is expected that any money raised should be received by Childreach International within 30 days 
of receipt to the volunteer.

6. It is the duty of volunteers to ensure appropriate health & safety measures are implemented for any fundraising activities. Childreach International will provide guide lines of best practise for such 
matters upon request however cannot be reasonably expected to police the enforcement of these 
procedures. Childreach International carries a valid public liability insurance policy at all times 
however any incident arising from malpractice or accident during a Childreach International 
fundraising activity by a volunteer will incur personal liability if a case of negligence is evident.

7. Volunteers acknowledge that they must be over the age of 18 to fundraise for Childreach 
International. Any volunteers wishing to participate who are under the age of 18 must submit a 
letter of parental consent no later than 30 working days following the completion of this application 
form (working day classified as Monday to Friday).

8. Volunteers agree that whilst running any fundraising activities on behalf of Childreach International adhere to the Childreach International ‘Marks of a Fundraiser’ (as supplied by Childreach International).

9. All fundraising activities carried out by volunteers must be transparent and abide strictly to the 
guidelines provided by the Institute of Fundraising and the Fundraising Standards Board. 
Volunteers are required to quote Childreach International’s registered charity number whenever 
quoting Childreach International as a beneficiary.

10. All fundraising activities proposed by volunteers must be approved by a member of Childreach 
International staff before they can take place. Any activity/event that could be viewed as a ‘risky’ or 
‘dangerous’ pursuit must be subject to additional health & safety procedures. It is imperative that 
volunteers organising events ensure that all participants are covered by the necessary insurance 
measures. It is the individual’s responsibility to inform Childreach International of any intended 
fundraising event.


11. On request, Childreach International will be able to carry out risk assessments for any activity or 
event organised by a fundraising volunteer. It is not the duty or responsibility of the charity to carry 
out these assessments. Responsibility and liability for any risk related procedures is tasked to the 
individual volunteer.

12. For health & safety and public relations reasons Childreach International staff reserve the right to 
prevent any  volunteer carrying out a particular event in the name of the charity. Childreach 
International will not be associated with any unlawful activities/events/volunteers or any action that 
could be seen to damage the public relations and image of the charity. 

13. Whilst taking part in a Childreach International event, participants accept that they are acting 
representatives of the charity and agree to adhere to all local laws and regulations regarding 
behaviour. 

14. By registering as a volunteer with Childreach International participants agree to promote the 
charity and its mission at every available opportunity. All publicity materials must be approved by a 4
member of staff before being released. Failure to do so may result in a volunteer’s dismissal. 
Childreach International will not accept any responsibility or association with information released 
by a volunteer to members of the public that has not been verified prior to publishing.

15. Any forms of media captured by volunteers during their involvement with Childreach International will automatically become usable by the charity for whatever purposes deemed necessary without payment of ownership royalties.  Volunteers agree for Childreach International to use images, video and audio of themselves for promotional, marketing and other charitable purposes.

16. Volunteers consent to Childreach International contacting them via telephone, fax, letter or email for any matter relating to my fundraising and my participation in this event.  Additional consent is also granted for Childreach International to contact any announced next of kin for a purpose deemed necessary by the charity.

17. Childreach International is a registered charity within the United Kingdom and therefore the 
jurisdiction of these terms and conditions comes under UK legal proceedings. By agreeing to 
these terms and conditions volunteers are hereby declaring that all information is complete and 
true and that no information has been withheld. If at any point during your time as a volunteer with 
Childreach International status relating to any of the questions of this form change volunteers will 
be required to announce this change to Childreach International. Failure to do so may be viewed 
as deliberate attempt to conceal information from Childreach International and volunteers will be 
liable as such.
